The play, when written, spoke to the 
totalitarian regimes existing in the mid -twentieth century. Arts Equity selected "EXIT THE KING" for 
what it might have to say about today's world, where leaders in Russia and Venezuela are criticized 
for trying to change government forms to insure their personal political survival, where the fates of 
national leaders are decided by or hang in the balance of current events, and where a debate in this 
country swirls around centralization of power in the e xecutive branch.
